     The mission and joy of the CDS is to encourage, assist, and equip dental missions around the 

world, and this is an outstanding example of God’s calling to serve from a willing dentist who 
joined her local church, overcame obstacles on her first trip, and returned to provide dental care 

in an austere setting.  Below is Dr. Trish Manning’s report: 

     “I went to the Dominican Republic in June of 2024 and 2025 with St. Mary’s Episcopal 
Church of Cypress, TX.  I first heard about the medical and dental mission trip from a patient 

several years prior, and when I attended the mission trip in 2024, my experience was less than 

ideal.  In 2024 the group had rented a portable dental van that had the promise of having 

everything we needed to do dentistry, but that could not have been further from the truth.  From 

no working sterilizer, to no working instruments, and our team getting carbon monoxide 

poisoning from the van, we knew something had to change in order to help the incredible need 

present in the DR for the next year. 

One night, scrolling through Facebook, I saw pictures of another mission trip that looked 
like it took place in the DR.  I reached out to that person, and they told me about the Chrisitan 
Dental Society.  They mentioned that the CDS rented portable dental equipment that allowed 
you to do remote dentistry anywhere in the world.  This was amazing news to me! I was put in 
touch with Dr. Meyer and Dr. Sanders, and they talked me through everything and put me at 
ease that I could make this work in 2025.  

The CDS allowed myself and my team to seamlessly do dentistry for a week in the 
DR.  We had proper sterilization techniques, a durable patient chair, all of the instruments we 
needed, and we were able to serve the ministers and their families.  One of the most important 
things to me was being able to do restorative dentistry rather than only extractions, and through 



the equipment we rented, we were able to make that happen.  It was almost like doing dentistry 
in the US, but just outside under the shade of a tree! 

Unfortunately, I will not be able to attend the mission trip this year from June 6-13 

because I will be welcoming my first baby, but if someone is interested in taking on the role 
with the church’s mission trip, I would be very grateful!  Please reach out to me with any 
questions you may have at 832-429-8832.” 

    
Cancun, Mexico, with Starfish Ministries 

 
      Starfish Ministries from Texas, founded and run by Mrs. Glynna Reser RDH, went to 

Cancun, Mexico on April of 2025 for the fourth year in a row with Vida, Life of Cancun as 

their host.  Praise the Lord, 19 people gave their lives to Christ with a team of one dentist, two 

assistants, and four hygienists who saw 227 patients. Two RNs performed 48 consultations and 

provided medicine to those in need. An optometrist saw 171 people received eyeglasses.      

     In October 2025, Starfish Ministries sent two teams to Limatambo, Peru, which marked 
their 20-year partnership with Casa del Agula, with whom they have developed a deep, 
meaningful relationship of shared ministry, service, and love for the communities of the Andes. 
The two teams consisted of 41 members from six different states, united through Christ, and 
showing love through dental, medical, and optical care. In six locations, with eight clinic days, 
they saw 578 dental patients, 461 medical consultations, and over 300 receiving glasses. They 
joyfully celebrated 32 salvations.

Through 
these trips, they disciple participants, grow national churches, pray with each patient and share 
the gospel, as well as provide care to the poor and needy. They have numerous short suspense 
needs, but the most urgent is to SE Asia to help with human-trafficked women, primarily with 
restorative dentistry from Jan 30-Feb 8.
