Dr. Jody Yarbro, a two-time CDS President, current Board member, and CDS’s
Treasurer has been going to Mexico on mission trips two or three times a year for the past
45 years. His team returned in October 2022, after a three year break due to COVID-19.

His team traveled by pickup truck from the Waco, Texas area to Chihuahua, Mexico.
Each day they we left the compound, where they slept, traveling to a different rural
village in the surrounding area. The local people were very happy to see us and waited
for hours to receive dental and medical treatment. Some people traveled as many as eight
hours.

Many of the patients were Tarahumara Indians from the mountainous area called
Barranca del Cobre, or Copper Canyon. Dr. Jody’s team of two, local female dentists
from Chihuahua, an interpreter, and a sterilization-assistant provided extractions, fillings,
and ultrasonic cleanings. Dr. Jody said, “Of course, we used the CDS blue chairs, two
Aseptico portable dental units, and the sterilization pressure pot. Our team of eight from
Texas teamed with six from Chihuahua working four days in different locations, thanks
to the ability to use portable dental equipment.”

The family in the picture dressed in the brightly colored clothes are Tarahumaras. This
family did not own a toothbrush between them. Several families had recently relocated
from the mountains due to drug violence. Praise God that the team was always safe,
everyone stayed healthy, and they travelled safely with no vehicle problems.

Dr. Jody’s organization is Gloria Al Padre, or GAP, and they plan to return in April
and October 2023.
